I usually come
down at 7.30 and get the charges sorted and do some of the chores before the store opens.

Sarah has written to you twice since we received your last letter and your letter came on May
27th, it made very good time considering conditions. I doubt very much if this letter gets to you,
as it looks more serious every day. Our government has asked Germany to remove all of the
Consul offices, the German Library of Information, Travel Bureau etc., by July 1oth. I hear on the
radio this morning that Germany will probably move to Mexico and make it headquarters for the
Western Hemisphere. Have heard nothing on the radio so far about removing the Italian
Consulates. I presume that when that happens, Italy will ask for the removal of U. S. Consulates in
Italy.

We are wondering if the order to "freeze" all U. S. assets in Italy will affect the consular officers. I
hear on the radio that Americans in Italy are pooling the money and forming eating clubs, I hope
that your funds are not tied up too tight.

Last week Robert Gulick was married to an Akron girl, one of his boyhood friends and Vinney
Lowe was also married to a girl he had met at Antioch. Albert Bert Crawford went into the army
last week as did the Passman boy who was teaching French and German at the High School. They
have asked Sarah to teach next year and they want her to teach French, German and Spanish. She
has not yet made up her mind just what to do. Well, the store is open now and I will postpone
this for a time as we will be busy for the next hour or so.

We have been having much more rain than we need at the present time. It was announced this
morning that we have had six inches so far this month and everything is really wet now. We could
not do anything in our garden on Sunday on account of wet ground. We have out at Hanover
sweet corn, tomatoes and cabbage, beside the glads and zinnias and some other flowers and it is a
job trying to keep it clean. At Coshocton we have glads and a dozen and a half tomatoes. The
apple crop does not look near as good as it did earlier in the spring but there will be plenty as the
crop over the country is quite large this year.
